This Issue has been resolved:  To correct this issue, we created new security variables for Employee and Person. The BI Team has reviewed the ad hoc queries in BI and updated the queries that had the old Employee or Person security variables in them.

Required Action:  Please review your queries that use Employee and Person and validate that they have the new security variable. If you find that you have a query that was missed, and still has the old variables, you can remove the old variable and add the new variable.
