What?            New cell phone wage types

Who?             HR/Payroll Staff
Why?             Allows payments up to monthly maximum allowed by OCIO policy 
When?           Distribute immediately
Message:      Effective July 1, 2012, three new wage types were implemented to pay cell phone allowances per Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO) Policy. 
These wage types have been configured to allow amounts up to the monthly maximum allowed by OCIO policy in Infotype 0014 (Recurring Payments).  There is also functionality that will cause a payroll redline if more than one of the wage types is used in any period or if the monthly amount (10th payroll followed by the 25th) exceeds that allowed by OCIO policy.  If agencies have been using some other method to pay these allowances since July 1, 2012, they can switch to these new codes in retro to simplify their reporting.  
New Wage Types

Cell Voice (OCIO Policy) allows for up to $10 per month

Cell Data (OCIO Policy) allows for up to $30 per month

Cell VceDta (OCIO Policy) allows for up to $40 per month
