Message: Please note the following information relating to process changes for taxes:  

· 2014 tax changes from Social Security, the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) and WA State’s Employment Security, and Labor and Industries.
· The Social Security wage base limit for 2014 changes to $117,000.00
· The state unemployment maximum is $41,300.00
· 2014 Medical Aid and Industrial Insurance rate changes will be in HRMS on January 13, 2014.  Note:  Agencies will receive a payroll redline when running a payroll simulation for period 02/2014 prior to the implementation of the 2014 Medical Aid and Industrial rates.
· Distribution of state agency 2013 Form W-2 and the 1099R Wage and Tax Statements 
· DES’s Consolidated Mail Services will mail statements directly to employees by January 31, 2014.
· The 2013 cost for processing is $0.56 per piece which includes inserting, envelope, postage, and delivery to the USPS. The charges will be reflected on an invoice from CMS addressed to your agency’s billing contact.  Questions can be directed to CMS.
